[AV100] PLASMA/LCD STAND MULTIMEDIA

INTRODUCTION: 
 
Thank you for your purchase of your BLOK QUDOS multi-
media unit. All BLOK multi-media products have been  
designed specifically to combine practicality & 
performance with stunning good looks. We hope that your 
faith in our product is rewarded by the satisfactio n that 
you gain both by looking at it and interacting with  it. 
 
The BLOK QUDOS is constructed from real-wood American Oak 
veneer, and features black " privacy glass " doors to 
enable seamless function of standard infra-red remo te 
control units. This important detail allows the doo rs to 
remain closed, and maintains the design integrity o f the 
unit. 
 
 
ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS: 
 
We have compiled the following instructions as a st ep-by-
step walk through of the assembly process.  This sh ould 
ensure that your BLOK unit performs to the standard s that 
were intended in the design process. However, shoul d you 
have any difficulty in completing the assembly proc ess, 
please consult the “Support” section of our website  at 
www.blokuk.com. If you still require assistance, pl ease 
do not hesitate to e-mail us at mail@blokuk.com . 
 
Assembly should take between 30-60 mins. Although o ne 
person can complete the assembly process, Blok Limi ted 
recommends the assistance of a second person. 
 
NB:  It is important that you prepare the area for the 
assembly of your Blok unit with care. Do not assemb le the 
Blok unit on a rough surface as you will risk damag ing 
the finish. Blok Limited recommends that the unit i s 
assembled on a kitchen table or other suitably stur dy 
work surface that is covered with a thick soft blan ket or 
towel for protection against damage. The assembler must 
ensure that the unit is suitably balanced on the wo rk-
surface, and that any protective coverings are firm ly 
fixed in place. 
 
Please be aware that Blok Limited disclaims all 
responsibility for damage caused to the unit or the  
assembler where these instructions have not been 
followed. 
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NB:  Please refer to the parts and fittings lists for 
correct identification of all parts and fittings be low. 
 
 
STEP ONE: 
 
Take the unit bottom [wooden part 3]. Turn it upsid e down 
and fix on the four castor wheels [fitting 1] into the 
pre-drilled holes using 16 screws [fitting 11] 
 

 
 
It should now look like this: 
 

 
 
 
STEP TWO 
 
Now turn the wooden bottom over so that it is resti ng on 
its wheels. Ensure that it is secure and will not m ove. 
 
Screw in 2 x Metal Bolt [fitting number 8] into the  
plastic insets as shown: 
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Now insert into the pre-drilled holes 2 x Wooden Do wel 
[fitting number 9]: 

 

  
 
STEP THREE: 
 
Now take the back panel to the unit [wooden part 2]  and 
screw in 4 x metal bolt [fitting number 8] into the  
plastic inserts along the base of the back panel: 
 

 
 
 
STEP FOUR:  
Now join the bottom of the unit [that you have fitt ed the 
castor wheels to] to the back as shown below. There  are 
pre-drilled holes in the bottom part that should fi t onto 
the metal bolt fittings that you have just screwed into 
the back part. To lock the two pieces together, tig hten 
the 4 pre-inserted “barrels” that are located to th e 
outside of each castor wheel. 
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STEP FIVE:  
Now take the Plinth (wooden part number 4). Insert 4 x 
wooden dowel (fitting number 9) into the pre-drille d 
holes as shown: 
 

 
 
Attach the plinth [wooden part number 4) onto botto m 
[wooden part number 3] by inserting the wooden dowe ls on 
the plinth into the pre-drilled holes on the undern eath 
of the bottom. 
 

 
 
 
STEP SIX:  
 
Now take the two outer ends of the unit (wooden 
components 5 & 6]. With the pre drilled sides facin g you, 
screw in 4 x metal bolt (fitting number 8) into the  4 
plastic inserts (2 horizontal and 2 vertical). Also  
insert into the pre-drilled horizontal holes 2 x wo oden 
dowel (fitting number 9) on both ends. 
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STEP SEVEN: 
Attach the outer ends onto the bottom and back pane l you 
have already constructed. 
Turn the unit onto its back and tighten the 2 x pre  
inserted barrels on the bottom at either end. 
Turn the cabinet onto its bottom and tighten the pr e 
inserted barrels on the back panel. 
 

 
 
STEP EIGHT:  
Get the centre end (wooden component number 7) and push 
into the fittings already in place. 
Turn the cabinet onto its back and tighten the 2 x pre 
inserted barrels in the middle of the bottom. 
 

 
 
 
STEP NINE:  
Top (wooden component number 1) needs to be turned over 
with all the pre drilled holes facing you. Screw in  10 x 
metal bolt (fitting number 8) into plastic inserts.  Also 
insert 6 x wooden dowel (fitting number 9) into the  pre 
drilled holes. 
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Now place the two magnetic catches (fitting number 3) 
onto the pre-drilled holes and fix using 8 x screws  
(fitting number 10) 
 
 

 
 
STEP TEN:  
 
Turn the top over and place in position on the rest  of 
the pre assembled cabinet. 
Now tighten the 10 pre inserted barrels on the insi de of 
the unit. 
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STEP ELEVEN: 
 
You now need to get the doors ready to fix onto the  
cabinet. Get the left and right door on a flat surf ace, 
now fix in the four hinges (fitting number 4) with 12 x 
round headed screw provided (fitting number 5). Ple ase 
note that the pre drilled holes are at an angle. 
 
NB: It is vital to ensure that the door hinges are 
inserted into the doors as in the photo below. [The  
cabinet doors will not line up properly if the hing es are 
inserted the wrong way around.] 
 

 
 
STEP TWELVE: 
 
Now attach the doors to the cabinet. NB: In order t o 
correctly align the doors, and to avoid risking any  
damage to the doors or unit, you should rest the do ors on 
a support that levels them with the inside of the u nit. 
[The box that the fittings came in can work as a 
support.] 
 
Each door has two pre-drilled holes on its inside s urface 
in order to receive the hydraulic soft-drop door 
mechanism. Please ensure that the correct door is l ined 
up to the correct side of unit [see photo below]. 
 
Attach the doors to the cabinet using 12 x round he aded 
screw provided (fitting number 5). [Again, please n ote 
that the pre drilled holes are at an angle.] 
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STEP THIRTEEN:  
 
Attach the Hydraulic door-pull (fitting number 2) a nd 
screw into the pre-drilled position on the end. 
 

 
 
Now fix the hydraulic door-pull to the pre-drilled holes 
on the door as shown. 
 

 
 
STEP FOURTEEN: 
 
Screw in the glass shelf pin (fitting number 6) at the 
chosen height. Then place glass shelf onto inserted  shelf 
pins and secure using Shelf pin lock (fitting numbe r 7.
